Imperative Mood in Spanish

In Spanish, the tú form of the imperative usually uses the same conjugation as the third-person singular indicative él/ ella/usted. 

When a pronoun is used in the Spanish imperative, it typically follows the verb: estudia tú.

The plural (vosotros) form of the imperative is always formed by changing the final r of the infinitive to a d. So estudiad would mean "study".
